2 Safety

2.1 Intended use - Mounting units
For professional materialographic hot mounting of materials for further materialographic
inspection. The machine must be operated only by skilled/trained personnel.

The machine is only designed to be used with Struers CitoPress-5, CitoPress-15 or CitoPress-
30 machines.

The machine is designed to be used only with Struers consumables specifically designed for
this purpose and this type of machine.

The machine is for use in a professional working environment (e.g. a materialographic
laboratory).

Do not use the machine for: Hot mounting of materials other than solid
materials suitable for materialographic studies.

Any type of explosive and/or flammable material,
or materials that are not stable during heating or
pressure.

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2.2 Mounting units safety precautions

2.2.1  Read carefully before use

1. Ignoring this information and mishandling of the equipment can lead to severe bodily injuries
and material damage.

2. The machine must be installed in compliance with local safety regulations. All functions on
the machine and any connected equipment must be in working order.

3. The operator(s) must read the safety and user instruction sections of this manual and the
CitoPress Instruction Manual. The operator(s) must read the User Guides and, where
applicable, Safety Data Sheets for the applied consumables.

4. This machine must be operated and maintained only by skilled/trained personnel.

5. The machine must be mounted on a CitoPress Hot Mounting Press.

6. The machine must be disconnected from the electrical power supply before any service.

7. Disconnect the machine from the electrical power supply and water supply before installing
or removing the mounting unit.

8. Make sure that the water connections are correctly mounted and without leaks.Turn on the
water supply while using the machine.Turn off the water supply if you are going to leave the
machine unattended.

9. Make sure that the mounting unit is installed correctly:
• The arrows must be aligned to lock the mounting unit into position

• The retaining screw must be tightened

10. Do not operate the mounting press with a higher force/pressure than recommended for the
actual cylinder diameter and mounting material in Struers Application Guide for Hot
Mounting.

11. Allow the mounting cylinder to cool for at least 2 minutes after a heating cycle before
opening.

12. Never leave the machine unattended while a mounting process is running.

13. In case of fire, alert bystanders, the fire brigade and cut power. Use a powder fire
extinguisher. Do not use water.

14. Struers equipment must only be used in connection with and as described in the Instruction
Manual supplied with the equipment.

15. The machine is designed to be used only with Struers consumables specifically designed for
this purpose and this type of machine.

16. If the equipment is subjected to misuse, incorrect installation, alteration, neglect, accident
or incorrect repair, Struers will accept no responsibility for damage to the user or the
equipment.

3 Get started - introduction

3.1 Device description
Struers CitoPress are electro-hydraulic units for hot mounting materialographic specimens with
Struers hot mounting materials.

Each mounting unit can be equipped with the different cylinder sizes. Cylinders can easily be
exchanged if a different diameter is needed. The required cylinder size will depend on the size of
the sample to be mounted.

CitoPress-15/-30 have a built-in Hot Mounting Application Guide that contains all Struers resins.

CitoPress-15/-30 automatically adapt the selected method according to cylinder size and the
resin selected.

Option: Customer specific methods can be added and stored in the CitoPress-15/-30.

To operate CitoPress-5, CitoPress-15 and CitoPress-30, the operator raises the ram. The sample
is placed onto the ram which is then lowered to its lowest limit. The required mounting material is
filled into the cylinder. The top closure is closed, and the mounting process can be started.

When the mounting process is complete, the machine stops automatically.

After the cooling period ends, the top closure can be opened. The ram is raised to its top limit and
the mounted specimen removed. The specimen is ready for grinding/polishing.

The machine can be stopped at any time during the mounting process by pressing STOP.

8 Mounting units
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For automatic dosing of resin, a CitoDoser (optional accessory) can be mounted on CitoPress-
15 and CitoPress-30.

Struers recommend setting up a local exhaust system to remove dust and fumes from the
working area.

Terms used in this manual
"Sample" – refers to the piece of material which is to be mounted.
"Specimen" – refers to the piece of material which has been mounted and is ready for further
preparation.

4.3 Power supply
Power is supplied from the CitoPress machine.

4.4 Install the mounting unit

Mounting unit, bottom view

1. Place the mounting unit loosely over the hydraulic cylinder.

2. Rotate the mounting unit to line up the keyhole locking slots with the 4 studs on the
hydraulic cylinder.

3. Lower the unit onto the studs of the hydraulic cylinder.

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4. Move the mounting unit’s cables and water couplings to one side to ensure that they do not
restrict the movement of the mounting unit when you lock it into position.

5. When the mounting unit is located on top of the hydraulic cylinder, turn it clockwise until the
2 arrows are aligned and it locks into position.

Note
Double-check that the mounting unit is locked into position. If it is not, Mounting
units may be damaged during operation.

6. For CitoPress-30: If the mounting unit is to be mounted on the right tower, move the
retaining screw to the hole for retaining screw for unit 2.

7. Tighten the retaining screw.

8. Connect the mounting unit’s 2 loose cables to the 2 sockets on Mounting units.
• The large plug to the large socket (with the red dot on the plug facing up) and the

small plug to the small socket.

• Tighten the coupling nuts on both plugs to secure the connection.

9. Connect the male inlet and outlet water couplings on the mounting unit to the female fittings
on CitoPress.
• Hold the spring-loaded collar down and connect the water coupling.

• Release the spring-loaded collar and check the water connection is secure.

10. Close the cover.

11. Replace the top plate and fasten the cover screw.

Note
To ensure optimal performance and operator safety:
• Ensure that the arrows are aligned to lock the mounting unit into position.

• Ensure that the retaining screw is tightened.

• Close the cover and replace the top plate.

12. Mount the swivel arm by sliding it through the hole in the top plate and into the sleeve in the
mounting unit cover.

13. Mount the top closure in the hole in the top of the swivel arm.

Note
When you have changed the mounting unit, you must also change to the
appropriate size of top closure.

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4.5 Replace the lower ram

Access the lower ram
1. Switch the machine on.

2. Hold Down for a few seconds to lower the ram to its lowest limit.

3. Switch the machine off.

4. Remove the top closure and the swivel arm. See "Overview" in the Instruction Manual for
the CitoPress.

5. Remove the cover screw.

6. Remove the mounting unit top plate.

7. Open the mounting unit cover.

8. Disconnect the water hoses.

9. Remove the retaining screw.

10. Twist the mounting unit counter clock-wise, and lift it off.

11. Push the piston pin out from the lower ram, and lift it off.

12. Place the new lower ram on the top of the piston rod.

13. Align the hole in the lower ram with the hole in the axle journal on top of the rod.

14. Insert the piston pin.

15. Make sure that the ends of the pin do not protrude.

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Assemble the mounting unit
1. Mount the mounting unit, and turn it clock-wise until the 2 arrows align.

2. Mount the chamfered retaining screw – do not use force.

3. Connect the water.

4. Close the mounting unit cover, and mount the mounting unit top plate.

5. Fasten the cover screw.

6. Mount the top closure and the swivel arm.

Hint
A build-up of mounting material can make it difficult to remove the lower ram
from the mounting unit.

Note
Contact Struers Service for advice on how to loosen the lower ram.

4.6 Remove the mounting unit
ELECTRICAL HAZARD
Disconnect the machine from the electrical power supply and water supply
before installing or removing the mounting unit.

ELECTRICAL HAZARD
The mounting unit must only be installed or removed by skilled technicians.

CAUTION
During operation, the mounting unit becomes very hot. Make sure that it is cool
enough to be handled before you remove it.

1. Remove the top closure.

2. Remove the swivel arm by lifting it out of its mounting.

3. Remove the cover screw.

4. Remove the top plate.

5. Open the mounting unit cover.

Note
Disconnect the water and electrical connections in the order as described. If
you disconnect the electrical connections before the water connections, water
could leak into the connections.

6. Disconnect the male inlet and outlet water couplings of the mounting unit from the
female fittings of the machine.

7. Wait 5 seconds to allow the water to flow out of the cooling coil.
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8. Loosen the coupling nuts on both the large and small electrical plugs, then pull the plugs out
of the sockets.

9. Loosen the retaining screw.

10. Turn the mounting unit in an anti-clockwise direction until it stops.

11. Lift the mounting unit free of the hydraulic cylinder.

4.7 Replace the mounting unit
Follow the instructions in Remove the mounting unit►17 and Install the mounting unit►11.

4.8 Remove the upper ram

A Spacer

1. Unscrew the handles (D) on either side of the top closure cap (E).

2. Remove the handles by turning them counter-clockwise.

3. Remove the top closure cap.

4. Remove the retaining washer (F).

5. Remove the top nut (C), spring (B) and spacer (A).

6. Pull out the upper ram (H). Do not remove the rod (G) from the upper ram unless absolutely
necessary.

7. If you must remove the rod, hold the upper ram in a vice or a similar device with soft jaws.

5 Transport and storage
If, at any time after the installation, you have to move the unit or place it in storage, there is a
number of guidelines we recommend that you follow.

• Package the unit securely before transportation. Insufficient packaging could cause
damage to the unit and will void the warranty. Contact Struers Service.

• We recommend that you use the original packaging and fittings.

Long-time storage or shipping – additional steps
1. Wrap the mounting unit in a plastic sheet (or bag), together with a desiccant (silica gel).

2. Tape the plastic sheet (or bag) closed to keep the mounting unit dry.

3. Pack in a cardboard box.

7 Maintenance
Proper maintenance is required to achieve the maximum up-time and operating lifetime of the
machine. Maintenance is important in ensuring continued safe operation of your machine.

The maintenance procedures described in this section must be carried out by skilled or trained
personnel.

7.1 Before each mounting

7.1.1 Clean the rams
1. Make sure that there is no mounting material left on the flat surface of the rams from

previous operations.

2. Clean the cylindrical surface of the upper ram. Use the scraper supplied to remove any
residues of mounting material without damaging the surface of the rams.

Note
If the sides of the rams are heavily scratched, they must be replaced.
If the top closure has been dropped, causing a dent or deformation in the edge of
the upper ram, the ram must also be replaced.

Note
Accumulated mounting material can restrict movement or cause damage to the
rams.

7.2 Daily

7.2.1 Inspection and cleaning

Inspection
• Check the machine before each use. Do not use the machine until any damage is repaired.

Cleaning
• Clean all accessible surfaces with a soft, damp cloth.
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Hint
Do not use a dry cloth as the surfaces are not scratch resistant.
You can remove grease and oil with ethanol or isopropanol.

Note
Never use acetone, benzol or similar solvents.

• Remove residues from exposed surfaces, including the threads

A Open the cover (see Remove the mounting unit►17).

B Close the cover (see Install the mounting unit►11).

7.2.2 Lubricate the threads of the top closure
A build-up of residues of mounting material can make it difficult to close the top closure.

1. Remove the top-closure.

2. Use the scraper supplied or a paint brush to remove any mounting material on the
threads of the top closure and mounting unit.

Note
The top nut is a wear part because its threads get worn over time. Therefore, it
is crucial to remove any residues of mounting material, or it will reduce the
lifetime of the top nut.

3. Lubricate the threads with a dry lubricant resistant to high temperatures as the mounting
cylinder operates at high temperatures.

Note
Do not lubricate the threads in the joint between the top closure and the
mounting cylinder with oil or grease.

Hint
If there is a slight friction in the threads, lubicate with a dry lubricant such as
Molybdenum Sulphite or graphite.

7.3 Monthly

7.3.1 Clean under the lower ram
During the process, some cured mounting material will fall down from the lower ram and build
up underneath. You must remove this to prevent it from harming the machine.

Pop-up message
A message pops up after 200 mounting cycles (default value) to remind you to clean beneath
the lower ram.

1. Press OK when you have cleaned the area under the lower ram.

2. Press Later to continue operating the machine.
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Procedure
1. Remove the mounting unit.

2. Remove the piston pin and dismount the lower ram.

3. Remove the mounting material under the lower ram with a cloth or a soft brush.

4. Remount the lower ram and secure with the piston pin.

5. Install the mounting unit.

7.3.2 Check the threads
The threads of the top nut will get worn over time and therefore the top nut is a wear part.

1. Inspect the threads of the top nut.

2. If the threads are worn, do not use the top closure anymore.

3. Contact Struers Service, and order a new top nut.

7.3.3 Decalcify the cooling coil
When you use cooling water from the mains tap in areas with a high chalk or mineral content,
deposits can build up in the cooling coil and reduce the cooling effect. In this case, you should
decalcify the cooling coil once a year.

1. Remove the mounting unit (see Remove the mounting unit►17).

2. Drain water from the cooling system.

3. Flush the coil with a mild decalcifying acid, and leave for ½ hour.

Hint
Decalcifying acid
For decalcification of the mounting unit acetic acid or citric acid is recommended.
Do not use oxidizing acids such as nitric acid (HNO3), this will degrade the copper
of the mounting unit and may generate toxic gases.
Do not use acids in combination with oxidizing agents such as hydrogen peroxide
(H2O2), this will degrade the copper of the mounting unit.

4. Flush the cooling coil with clean water.

5. Re-install the mounting unit (see Install the mounting unit►11).

If there are still deposits in the coil, repeat this procedure and leave the decalcifying fluid in the
mounting unit overnight before flushing with water the next day.

7.4 Annually

7.4.1 Check the bolts
1. Use a 17 mm torque wrench.

2. Check that the bolts that hold the mounting unit to the cylinder are tight.

3. If necessary, tighten with a force of maximum 25 Nm / 18 lbf ft.
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A Bolts

7.4.2 Water couplings
To maintain the inlet and outlet connections for the mounting unit, lubricate the FPM/FKM O-
rings in the water couplings.

This is to prevent them from drying out over time, which will make the water couplings difficult
to use when you change the mounting unit.

1. Disconnect the mounting unit’s male inlet and outlet water couplings from the machine’s
female fittings.

2. Lubricate the O-rings in the female fittings.

7   Maintenance
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Note
Use a generic tap lubricant resistant to high temperatures (min. 100°C/212°F) to
lubricate the FPM/FKM O-ring in the water coupling.

8 Spare parts
